Saturday  17th May
Class 1. New Stars HW or FS – for handlers or dogs not competed in a KC show – max time 2 mins 
Class 2. Starting Stars HW or FS – dogs working KC starters – max time 2.5 mins 
Class 3. Rising Stars HW or FS - dogs working KC novice – max time 3 mins
Class 4. Shooting Stars HW or FS – dogs working KC intermediate – max time 3.5 mins

Class 5. Super Stars HW or FS – dogs working KC advanced – max time 4 mins
Class 6. Movie/Musicals/TV Theme - Open to all, can be a mix of HW and/or FS.  Music must be from a Movie, Musical or TV programme and will be judged on entertainment and partnership. Max time 3 minutes 
Class 7. Move to the Beat – Routines will be marked on the dog’s movement to the music, i.e. uninterrupted, smooth patterns reflecting the tempo and style of the music.  Handlers can use a variety of the dog’s paces e.g. trot and walk.  Open to all but please specify on your entry form your current level or if you are a “newbie”. Max time newbies 2.5 mins, other levels as KC level times. Judges special rosettes in this class. Dogs can compete at 12 months or older in this class
Class 8. Strictly Canine – Routines will be marked on the handler’s recognisable dance steps as well as the dog’s moves to the music.  They should both work as a team.   Open to all but please specify on your entry form your current level or if you are a “newbie”. Max time newbies 2.5 mins, other levels as KC level times.  Judges special rosettes in this class.  Dogs should be 18 months or older to compete in this class
Classes 1 – 5 and 9 – 13 Entries must state if your routine will be HW or FS.  HW means the routine must be at least 2/3 heelwork.  FS means the routine must be at least 2/3 freestyle.  Dogs can compete at a year old but handlers should ensure that any freestyle moves in any class take into account the dog’s physical immaturity.
Sunday 18th May
Class 9. New Stars HW or FS – for handlers or dogs who have not competed in a KC show – max time 2 mins 
Class 10. Starting Stars HW or FS – dogs working KC starters – max time 2.5 mins 
Class 11. Rising Stars HW or FS - dogs working KC novice – max time 3 mins
Class 12. Shooting Stars HW or FS – dogs working KC intermediate – max time 3.5 mins

Class 13. Super Stars HW or FS – dogs working KC advanced – max time 4 mins
Class 14. Movie/Musicals/TV Theme - Open to all, can be a mix of HW and/or FS.  Music must be from a Movie or Musical or TV programme and will be judged on entertainment, partnership and theme. Max time 3 minutes 

Class 15.  More than 6 legs – For any combination of more than one handler with one dog, e.g. teams, pairs or a handler with 2 dogs etc. Can be a mix of HW and/or FS.  Judged on entertainment, partnership and creativity. Max time 3 minutes. Please include with your entry a list of team members and pay an additional £2 for any additional handlers in this class
